CELL PHONE POLICY: We understand that cell phones are used for emergency purposes. However, we are asking that our campers keep their cell phones in their bags throughout the day. If for whatever reason they need to contact you or vice versa, our Directors have cell phones that they can use to be contacted. If a cell phone is seen throughout the day, it will be taken and returned at the end of the day. 
World Cup Week: In honor of the World Cup, Senior Camp will host our own version of the world cup on Monday and Tuesday. We will be having a Soccer tournament to see which team can take the gold!!!

Skateboards & Rollerblades: Campers may bring their skateboards or roller skates/blades to camp on Wednesday.  There will be an allotted slot of time where they will be able to free skate on the tennis court.  Campers cannot use someone else’s skates or board.  A Protective helmet must be worn. Any camper found not wearing protective gear will lose their skating privileges for the rest of the day. 
Hotdogs:  Hotdogs will be served on Wednesday.  Campers will be able to purchase a hot dog, bag of chips, and a can of coke for $3.00.  Please preorder and prepay (exact change) by Sign In on Wednesday. 
Ice Cream: At around 1:00 PM, the Chilly Willy’s Ice Cream truck will stop by Geering Park giving campers a chance to cool off after a long day in the sun! Ice Cream can be purchased for as little as $1.50 and can range up to about $5.00

Trip:  CAMPERS MUST WEAR THEIR BLUE CAMP SHIRTS ON ALL TRIPS

· Ice Time – Thursday July 1st
· Snack Bar will be open so please send your camper with money to buy lunch and snacks, or pack a bag lunch.

· Skates will be provided
· Dress appropriately as it will be a little chilly inside of the ice rink
· FOR THE SAFETY OF OUR CAMPERS AND STAFF, when we return, campers cannot be signed out in the parking lot.  Sign Out will take place on the BASKETBALL COURT once the entire group has gathered. 
Pizza Friday: We will be ordering pizza for lunch on Friday.  Cost is $1.50 per slice.  Please bring money in BY SIGN IN ON Friday.
*Continuing from Last Summer*- People picking up campers must show ID every 1st day of the week, but please have it handy every day.  If a counselor does not recognize someone from the 1st day, they may ask ID again.  If after the first day, someone else picks up your camper, he/she must also show ID. 

Camper Discipline Procedure:

If a camper is behaving inappropriately, the counselor present is to handle the situation.  If the camper does not correct the inappropriate behavior, the camper will be sent to a Director.

· 3 Strike Rule:  After the 3rd strike, the camper will not be allowed to go on the weekly trip. NO REFUND.  Only the Directors may assign strikes.  Strikes may be assigned for the following, however are not limited to them.  Running away, cursing, wandering, disobeying camp staff, hitting/fighting, or name calling.

· The parent will be notified of their child’s behavior and of the strike.  If the behavior continues, the camper will not be able to attend Camp the rest of the summer.  NO REFUNDS.

Weather Closing Policy: We make every attempt to be available for camp, however, if weather forbids us to be at the park, we have to close.  An announcement will be posted on the Recreation Line if we are closed or if we move Camp to the Recreation Center.  We will also attempt to send and email.  If we move to the Recreation Center, campers are required to wear sneakers.  Feel free to bring movies, video games, board games, etc.

REMINDERS:  

· This summer is going to be a hot one. Send your child with a labeled, frozen water bottle.
· Sneakers are mandatory, no sandals.  Sunscreen and insect repellent should be applied before camp, however, we do have some in First Aid if necessary.

· Campers must be signed in and out every day with their counselor. Please do not just drop off or pick up your camper without signing him/her in or out.

· Our hours for camp are 8:15AM-2:15 PM and Extended Day 2:15-5:15 PM. 

· Check the lost and found daily. Items still in the lost and found bin on Friday will be thrown out.
