· Buses leave at 9:30am. 
· Campers MUST wear white sole sneakers with socks or they will not be able to participate in bowling.
· Campers must bring a bagged lunch with them. 
· Activities included in price:
·  1 ½ hours of regular bowling
·  1 ½ hours of disco bowling
· Buses return at 1:30pm.
Dropping off & Picking up Campers: When dropping off and picking up your campers, please park in the parking spaces provided for you. Safety is our #1 priority and we don’t want to see anyone getting injured in the parking lot. Thank you!
Camper Discipline Procedure: The 3 Strike Rule:

Campers will be allowed 2 strikes per week. After the 3rd strike, the camper will not be allowed to go on the weekly trip. NO REFUND.
Campers can get a strike for:

· Running away

· Cursing

· Not staying with the group

· Not listening to his/her counselor/staff

· Hitting, kicking, biting, fighting with other campers

· Name calling

*However, the strike policy is not limited to the actions above.

Campers are told of this policy each Monday, at the beginning of the camp week.

If a camper is sent to the Director or Assistant Directors they receive a strike. Only the Director or Assistant Director can assign strikes.

The parent will be notified of their child’s behavior and of the strike. If the camper continues to cause problems, he/she will not be able to attend Camp for the rest of the summer. NO REFUNDS.

Reminders

· This summer will be hot! Remember to bring a labeled water bottle to camp every day.

· Bring a bathing suit, towel and water shoes to camp. We do have water slides, sprinklers, water guns and water toys to keep cool with.

· Sneakers are mandatory. NO SANDALS.

· Sunscreen and insect repellent should be applied before camp, however, we do have some at the First Aid station if needed.

· Check the lost and found daily. Items will be thrown out on Fridays.
· Camp hours are from 8:30 AM to 2:30 PM. Campers may not be signed in until 8:30 AM. 

· Campers must be signed in and out each day with their counselor. 

· Photo ID is required. No ID– no camper.
· If your child is signed up for Extended Day, send them with extra snacks and drinks.
