*Continuing from Last Summer*- People picking up campers MUST show Photo ID every Monday. If anyone new comes to pick-up your camper during the week, they also must show Photo ID. You may be asked to show your ID in addition to Mondays. Please have it handy everyday.

CAMPERS MUST WEAR THEIR ORANGE SHIRT ON ALL TRIPS.

· Buses leave at 8:15am. Drop-off at 8:00am. We will not wait for anyone. 
· Campers must bring a bagged lunch with them. They will not be able to eat their lunch until we return to camp. Attached is the snack bar price list. Please send your camper with money in a labeled envelope.
Tie-Dying- If your camper is signed up for week 5, they need to bring in a PLAIN WHITE   T-SHIRT in a labeled zip-lock bag (we will not accept any shirts that are not in a zip-lock bag). We need the shirts by Thursday, July 22nd. The campers will be tie-dying T-shirts week 5 at arts-n-crafts. 
Camper Discipline Procedure: The 3 Strike Rule:

Campers will be allowed 2 strikes per week. After the 3rd strike, the camper will not be allowed to go on the weekly trip. NO REFUND.
Campers can get a strike for:

· Running away

· Cursing

· Not staying with the group

· Not listening to his/her counselor/staff

· Hitting, kicking, biting, fighting with other campers

· Name calling

*However, the strike policy is not limited to the actions above.

Campers are told of this policy each Monday, at the beginning of the camp week.

If a camper is sent to the Director or Assistant Directors they receive a strike. Only the Director or Assistant Director can assign strikes.

The parent will be notified of their child’s behavior and of the strike. If the camper continues to cause problems, he/she will not be able to attend Camp for the rest of the summer. NO REFUNDS.

Reminders

· This summer will be hot! Remember to bring a labeled water bottle to camp every day.

· Wear your bathing suit to camp. Bring a towel and water shoes to camp. We do have water slides & sprinklers to keep cool with.

· Sneakers are mandatory. NO SANDALS.

· Sunscreen and insect repellent should be applied before camp, however, we do have some at the First Aid station if needed.

· Check the lost and found daily. Items will be thrown out on Fridays.
· Camp hours are from 8:30 AM to 2:30 PM. Campers may not be signed in until 8:30 AM. 

· Campers must be signed in and out each day with their counselor. 

· Photo ID is required. No ID– no camper.
· If your child is signed up for Extended Day, send them with extra snacks and drinks.
