TOURNAMENT RULES & GAME STRUCTURE

High School Boys Division

1. If no book keeper or scorekeeper is made available by the Tournament Directors, then the
a. Home Team is responsible for the book, Guest Team is responsible for the clock
b. A Score Book will be available to use.
c. Home team will be the first team listed on the schedule. (ex. 1v2 = Team 1 is Home team).

2. 20 Minute Halves running time.
a. Stopped clock for the last 2 minutes of each half

3. 3 Full time outs per team
4. If there is a tie at the end of regulation, there will be 2 minute overtimes until a winner is determined.

a. An additional time out will be rewarded per overtime period.
S. One and One will be on the yth Team Foul per half
6. Double Bonus on the 10th Team Foul per half
7. After a player's Sth foul, he is "fouled out" and must be substituted out for the remainder of the game.

a. If this leaves a team with less that S players, they must finish the game with the remaining available
players.

8. Full Court Press will be allowed at any point in the game with the exception of the following
a. If a team is up by 20 points or more, the leading team must call the press off.
b. The team losing by 20 points or more is still allowed to press.

9. There will be no tolerance for unsportsmanlike conduct.
a. Referees may issue a technical foul for anything they deem unsportsmanlike conduct.
b. If a player receives a 2nd technical foul, he is automatically ejected from the game.
c. If this leaves a team with less than S players they must play the remainder of the game with the

remaining players.
d. Excessive language may be considered unsportsmanlike conduct.
e. Tournament Directors and referees reserve the right to ask a team, coach, player, or spectator to

leave the facility.
8. 10 minutes after the scheduled start of the game shall be considered a forfeit.

a. On the agreement of both coaches, players from the team that has enough players may be split up
to make even teams and a game may be played. This will still count as a loss for the team without
enough players.

b. At no time may a non-registered player participate.
c. Games may be played with only 4 players without resulting in forfeit but under the agreement of both

Coaches and Officials.

In an effort to keep our gym neat and clean, there is NO FOOD or DRINK allowed inside the gymnasium.
Please do not bring coffee, Gatorade, sports drinks, soda, etc into the gymnasium.

Water Bottles will be for sale throughout the tournament.

PLEASE DO NOT BRING ANY BASKETBALLS INTO THE RECREATION CENTER.
BALLS ARE NOT PERMITTED INSIDE THE RECREATION CENTER.
